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Sexual & reproductive health services provided by PPCW pre-
vented an estimated* 710 unintended pregnancies and 240 abor-
tions, and saved over $3.7M in health care costs in 2023 alone

PPCW’s sexual and reproductive health services averted unwanted reproductive health outcomes
and saved healthcare-related expenses by providing contraceptive services, testing and treatment
for sexually transmitted infections, and vaccination against HPV to prevent cervical cancer. Most
notably, in 2023 the agency’s services prevented an estimated 710 unintended pregnancies, 340
unplanned births, and 240 abortions resulting in net savings of over $3.7 million associated with ma-
ternal and birth-related care, miscarriages, ectopic pregnancies, and abortions averted.
