Scoring
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Risk Categories

Five Risk Categories

Risk Category 1 — 42 Points — address microbial contamination event or
microbial compliance issues.

Risk Category 2 — 34 Points — address primary inorganic chemical
contamination exceeding a Maximum Contaminant Level (MCL),
Treatment Technique (TT) or Action Level (AL), or State Action Level (SAL).

Risk Category 3 — 26 Points — address a primary chemical risk, a sanitary
survey significant deficiency, install disinfection treatment, lead
component or lead service line removal, or exceed an EPA chemical Health
Advisory (HA).

Risk Category 4 — 18 Points — address a secondary MCL, resilience,
seawater intrusion risk, a sanitary survey finding, or the system exceeds
75 percent of nitrate or arsenic MCL.

Risk Category 5 — 10 Points — address infrastructure sustainability.
