POPULATION

1949 population

As of July 1, 1949 there was an estimated population of 2,264,800 persons re-
siding within the State of Weshington. Of this population 936,700 persons resided
in areas having no cities or towns over 2,500, Thus 41.4 percent of the State's
population resided in predominately rural areas and 1,328,100 or 58.6 percent of the
population resided in predominately urban areas of 2,500 population and over.

Of the urban population 154,160 or 11.6 percent reside in population groupings
or cities of 2,500 to 10,000. Towns and cities of 10,000 to 100,000 populetion con-
tain 364,210 or 27.4 percent of the urban population. Cities of 100,000 and over
had 809,730 or 61.0 percent of the urban population residing within their boundaries.,
These same cities accounted for 35.8 percent of the total State population.l

The State of Washington is rapidly becoming predominately urban in character.,

Many of the formerly rural areas showing rapid growth have become incorporated areas
or have joined and become part of a former existing urban area., This same fact ac-
counts to some extent for the decline in the rural population of the State., The
city of Seattle has enjoyed a rapid incresse in population partly due to such in-
corporations of rural areas. Where rural ereas not incorporated have experienced
rapid growths they have in the main been on the boundaries of the cities of 35,000
and over in population. This would tend to show that while persons in these areas
do not necessarily desire to live in heavily concentrated areas of population they
still desire to live near to those concentrcted areas, With the tendency of large

"ty stores to begin building programs in such rural areas rather thah to enlarge
-he central city stores, the trend to rural areas may continue to the disadvantage
of the large cities to increase rapidly and their naturel growth may be slower than
the rural areas in the future. '

At the time this estimete was prepared there were 12,494 persons confined in
state and local governmental institutions and sanatoria. The population within these
institutions were allocated to the rural areas of the counties in which the institu-
tions were locdted,

For percentage distributions of certain sgecific age groups based on age char-
acteristics from birth to old age see table 2,° It will be noted that while the years
comprised by early adulthood have the largest percentage of people within it, .this
group covers a wide span of years while the elementary school, high school, and col-
lege age group are actually larger and contain nearly an equal group. Not too large
& change should be exrected within the next 15 to 20 years within these percentages
due to the large number, of births and low infant death rates in the period of 1943
through 1948. . f

1949 Natality®

During the year 1949, 57,584 births were reported as having occurred within
the State of Nashington. The corresponding crude birth rates per 1,000 estimated
population was 25.4., Of the total births 56,433 certificates showed the mother's
residence as being in the State of Weshington. The corresponding crude birth rate
was 24.9 per 1,000 estimated population. The resident birth rate for 1949 was the
seme as the averare rate for the five-year period 1945 through 1949,

While there was an estimated increase of 5.4 percent in the State's populatio

in 1949 over the year 1948, there was a corresponding increase of 1.8 percent in
. the number of births for the same period. :

Sex of Infant and Age of Mother?

There were 1.8 percent more male infants thaen femsle infants born during 1949.
Mele births predominated in both the urban and rural areas of the State, Of the
births 33.8 percent were to mothers in age group 20 through 24 years of age, and
29,5 percent were to mothers in the age group 25 through 29 years of age. Thus
births to mothers in these two age groups accounted for 63.3 percent of all births.

Race of Infant®

Of the infants born to resident mothers in the State of Washington 54,487, or
96.6 percent, were of the white race; 837, or 1.5 percent, were of the negro race;
690, or 1.0 percent, were Indians; and the remaining 519, or 0.9 percent, were of
other nonwhite races. ’ :

Attendant®
>Of the total resident births 55,339, or 98.1 percent, were delivered by

doctors of medicine and 977, or 1.7 percent, by osteopathic physicians. Less than
0.2 percent of the births were attended by persons without training in obstetrics.

Type of Institution’ -

Ninety-seven percent of all livebirths in 1949 occurred in general hospitals
and 1.6 percent occurred in meternity homes. Only 0.9 percent of the births
occurred in the home of the mother of the infant.

There were 1,080 illegitimate births, or 19 out of every 1,000 livebirths,
were recorded as being illegitimate. Seventy-one percent of these births were to
women between the ages of 15 and 24 years, with 39.1 percent being to women in the
age group 15 through 19 years.,

Premature births9

, A total of 3,813 births were reported as being 5% pounds or less in weight, -
Agproximately 68 infants out of every 1,000 borm in this State in 1949 weighed
55 poundsor less., While 31.1 percent of the total premature births were to mothers
in the 20 throueh 24 years of age group, the. 1,186 premature births to mothers of
this age group represented only 6.2 percent of the total births to mothers of this
age group. The 1,098 premature births to mothers of the 25 through 29 years of
age group represented 28.8 percent of the total premature births. This number and
type of birth represented 6.6 percent of all births to mothers of this age group.

Malformationslo

During 1949 in the State of #ashington there were 609 children having malfor-
mation at birth. Of this number 15.6 percent hed club feet. There were 92 infants,
or 15,1 percent of the totel being malformed at birth, who had more than one type
of deformity. Mzlformetions of the genito-urinary tract accounted for 44, or 7.2
percent of all melformetions, while deformities of the heart accounted for 34, or
5.6 percent of all malformations.

INFANT MORTALITY

1949 Infant Mortalityll

During 1949 a total of 1,543 infants failed to survive through the first year
of 1ife in the State of Washington. Of the infants dying 1,526 were recorded as
having been born to mothers giving their residence within the State. This number
of deaths is represented by a crude infent death rate of 27.0 per 1,000 livebirths.
This represents a new low in infant death rates for the State .of Washington and
continues the decline in this type of death shown through a five-year period start-
ing in 1945,

During the year 1949 there were 872 records of stillbirths filed in the
State of Washington. Of this number 850 stillbirths occurrad to women having this
State as their residence. The corresponding crude rates were 15.1 per 1,000
livebirths on both the occcurrence and residence basis, There were two counties,
Ferry and Skemenis, and one city, Port Angeles, in which no stillbirths were
recorded for resident mothers.

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Resident urban mothers experienced a higher rate of stillborn foetus than
rural mothers during this year, the rates being 16.5 and 13.8 per 1,000 live-
births respectively. While the State overall rate for 1949 was the same as the
average rate for the preceding five-year period, the respective urban and rural
rates were somewhat different. The five-year average urban stillbirth rate was
15,6 per 1,000 livebirths as compared with a five-year average rural stillbirth
rate of 14.6 per 1,000 livebirths.

Of the total number of stillbirths 25.6 percenf were to women in the age
group 20 through 24 yeers, and 27.9 percent to women in the age group 25 through

MORTALITY

1949 General Mortelityl8

During the year 1949 a total of 22,572 deaths were reported to the State Dee
partment of Health, with & rate of 10.0 deaths per 1,000 estimated population., Of
this number 22,420 were designated as residents of the State of Washington at the
time of death. The resident death rate was 9,9 per 1,000 estimated popuiation,
While the total number of deaths increased over the number for 1948, the rate of
death per 1,000 population was lower., The decrease in the death rate from 1948 to
1949, however, is not a statistically significant reduction.

Leading Causes of Deathl®

The leading causes of death in rank order were diseases of the heart, malignent
neoplasms including neoplasms of the lymphatic and hematopoietic tissue, vasculer
lesions affecting the central nervous system, pneumonia end influenza, motor vehicle
eccidents, tuberculosis (all forms), general arteriosclerosis, immeturity with sub=
sidiary conditions and immaturity unquelified, suicide and self-inflicted injury,
diabetes mellitus, and nephritis and nephrosis, :

Diseases of the heart accounted for 37,0 percent of all deaths. Motor vehicle
acoidents inoreased in rank as a cause of death from the eighth leading cause in
1948 to the fifth position as a leading cause in 1949, In reviewing the number of
deaths from this cause in the respective years there were 514 deaths in 1948; repre-
senting 2.3 percent of all deeths, while in 1949 there were 478 deaths, representing
2.1 peroent of the total deaths in that year,

0f the total deaths 13,857 were of the male sex and 8,563 were of the female
sex. Thus 61.8 percent of the deaths were males and 38.2 percent were females. In
only one of the leading causes; namely, disbetes mellitus, did the female deaths
exceed the male deaths, : '

Of those dying 12,575, representing 56,1 pércent of the total deaths, were 65
years of age and over. Thus, while this age group represents only 8.0 percent of
the entire population, it accounted for over fifty percent of those dying.

The rank of the leading causes varied greatly among the various age groups.zo
It is indeed unfortunate to note that in the age groups 5 through 14 and 15 through
24 years motor vehicle accidents are the leading cause of death and ranks as the
second leading cause of death in the age group 25 through 34 years. This is doubly
- regrottable in that the one who could have perhaps done the most to heve alleviated
the death is the person who was killed.

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Comparison of Selected Causes of Death by the Fifth and Sixth Revisions of

The figures noted in table 32 are comparisons of the major groupings of causes
of death coded acoording to the Fifth end Sixth Revisions of the International List
of Ceuses of Death. Here it is noted that arteriosclerotic and degenerative heart
diseases and other diseases of the heart are given greater weights as causes of
death in the 1948 revision than under the 1939 code. Infectious and parasitic dis-
eases (other than influenze and pneumonia), diabetes mellitus, hypertension with
heart disease, nephritis and nephrosis, emnd other disecasecs peculiar to the first
year of life toke lesser weights es causes of death under the 1948 revision,

The foregoing facts must be bornme in mind by those persons who may wish to make

comparable studies on causes of death involving the years prior to 1949 with those
from that year on. : '

Operation and Auxopsyza

Of those deaths occurring to residents of the State of Washington 1,152 had an
operetion within six months of the time of death with no autopsy being performed
efter death, Of those dying within six months after an operation 411 were asutopsied
efter death, Of the total deaths 1,563 deaths occurred within six months following
an operation, .

There was a total of 3,369 autopsies performed on dead bodies where no opera=-
tion preceded the death, A totel of 3,780 autopsies were performed on bodies out
f the totel of 22,420 persons dying., About 17 percent of 21l decad bodies were
autopsied. For soientific study and the advencement of medical science this repre-
sents a very smell segment of the total deaths in which en effort was made other
then by clinical analysis to determine the underlying ceuse of death,

Disposition of Bodies?d

Of the totel deaths 15,253 bodies, or 68,0 percent, were buried within the
State. There were a total of 3,873 bodies cremcted, or 17.3 percent of the total
deaths, A totel of 3,229 bodies, or 14.4 percent of the dead, were removed either -
from the State or from one area to another within the State for disposition there,

Aceidental Desths 24_

During the year 1949 there were 1,668 deaths reported whose contributory causes
were listed as accidental, Thus 7.4 percent of all deaths were depths which need
not have occurred in that they could have been prevented.

, In reviewing the age groups of those dying it is deplorable to note that 11
percent of those dying from accidentel causes were under one year of age and that
38.9 percent were less than 25 years of age,

A study of the five leading ceuses of death by selected age groupings reveals
“hat accidental deaths were the leading causes in the age group 1 through 24 years

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and aocounted for 15.6 percent of the deaths in the age group 25 through 44 years,

Thus a preventable cause takes ths leading role as a cause of death among the
largest segment of the State's population. Another deplorable factor relating to
this cause is that the individusl killed probebly through precaution on his own
part might have averted the death, :

- Accidents occurring in publiec places accounted for 46,3 percent of all acci-
dental deaths, on-the-job accidents sacounted for 13.3 percent, and 31.5 percent
occurred within the home. The farm seemed to be the sefest place with 3.5 percent
of such deaths occurring there, ' :

Aocidental falls were the cause of 349 deaths, drowning end submersions caused
142 deaths, and fire and explosions of combustible materials accounted for 121
deaths, The leading cause, however, was motor vehicle accidents, resulting in 451
deaths, Accidents to pedestrians accounted for 124 of the motor vehicle accident
deaths while collision of two or more vehicles caused 75 deaths.
