Tdap Vaccination for 6th Graders

Dear Parent or Guardian: 

Teens can get protection against tetanus, diphtheria, and pertussis (Tdap). Tdap is recommended for all children aged 11 years and older. This vaccine should replace one tetanus-diphtheria (Td) booster.  
Since 2007, children attending sixth grade must show proof of Tdap vaccination.  
Update your child’s Certificate of Immunization Status (CIS) form (available at your child’s school) with the date your child received one dose of tetanus, diphtheria, and pertussis (Tdap) vaccine (see the sample below).

Please remember, your child’s school must have this updated CIS form of all immunizations before the first day of school. According to national recommendations, all children starting at 11-12 years old should get a health check-up every year that includes vaccinations. Schedule your child’s check-up at least one month before school starts to make sure he or she gets all of the vaccinations needed for school.
