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Summary:

This 60-second radio spot is being developed by the Washington State Department of Health to help reduce the likelihood of people (especially those 50 years and older) being infected with West Nile Virus by mosquitoes. The Department of Health is intentionally choosing to take a more creative approach than some people may expect from a governmental agency. While the Department of Health wants this campaign to be attention-grabbing and innovative, the spots should also be informative and give the listener clear direction on how to avoid contracting West Nile Virus.

This specific spot is set in an airport as a family of mosquitoes is entering the security checkpoint on their way to board a plane bound for Washington. As they go through the security screening process, the security agent inquires about various things, including if they are carrying any West Nile Virus, eventually informing them that they aren’t allowed to enter Washington if they have the disease. The spot then cuts to a narrator informing listeners about ways they can decrease the risks of contracting West Nile Virus.

	SFX: Airport security checkpoint ambient (people walking, muffled PA announcement in background, muffled conversations, luggage being placed on conveyer belt, etc.)

SFX: Struggle between guard and father, fades out quickly after “We’re getting on that plane!” line

SFX: TBD instrumental music

SFX: Music fades out
	GUARD: Skeeter Airlines. What’s your destination?

FATHER: Washington state.

GUARD: Are you carrying any aerosol or weapons?

FATHER: No

GUARD: West Nile Virus?

FATHER: Yes.

GUARD: You’ll have to get rid of it. People in Washington are trying to control West Nile. 

FATHER: (Indignantly) I’ve got a right to enter Washington…West Nile or not! 

GUARD: Just calm down sir.

FATHER: If people would just wear long pants and long-sleeved shirts, install screens and empty standing water around the house we wouldn’t be so tempted to bite.....
Honey, grab the kids! We’re getting on that plane!

NARRATOR 1: We don’t really have security guards to protect us from West Nile, but you can reduce your chances of contracting it. West Nile Virus is spread by mosquitoes and can lead to serious medical problems for some people. 

NARRATOR 2: Everyone should avoid mosquito bites and use an effective mosquito repellent, like oil of lemon eucalyptus or others, especially if you’re over 50. For more information call (866) 78-VIRUS.
