At the medication center

· There is a large supply of medication.

· There is no charge.

· Staff will assist you.

· The process is simple.

· No identification is required.
· Make a list with the names, ages, weight, and allergies for each member of your family or household and bring it with you to the medication center.
Anthrax is not contagious and cannot be passed on to others. Symptoms of anthrax typically develop within one to seven days after exposure, but can take as long as 60 days to develop.  Symptoms are similar to the flu or common cold, such as fever, cough, headache, chills, weakness, difficulty breathing and chest discomfort; however, a runny nose is not typical.
