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Seattle massage practitioner’s license suspended on sexual misconduct charge 
Charges say Eric Lara inappropriately touched a client 

 

OLYMPIA - State health officials immediately suspended the license of Seattle massage 

practitioner Eric E. Lara (MA.60230408) based on charges that he sexually abused a client. He’s 

been charged in criminal court with second-degree rape for the alleged incident. 

Lara allegedly removed the cloth draping that was covering the client’s vagina and buttocks and 

inserted his finger into her vagina. Lara cannot practice in Washington until the charges are 

resolved. He has 20 days to respond to the charges and to ask for a hearing.
