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Sequim massage therapist accused of sexual misconduct has license suspended 
 

OLYMPIA  State health officials have immediately suspended the license of Sequim massage 

practitioner Andrew J. Moon, MA60238191 on charges of sexual misconduct with a patient. 

Moon is alleged to have inserted his fingers into a patient’s vagina during a massage treatment. 

Moon cannot practice in Washington until the charges are resolved. He has 20 days to respond to 

the charges and to ask for a hearing.
