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Snohomish County massage therapist suspended on suspicion of sexual 

misconduct after criminal rape charges 
 

OLYMPIA  The license of Snohomish County massage practitioner Benjamin A. Fesler 

(MA00024647) has been immediately suspended for sexual misconduct due to criminal rape 

charges. 

Charges in King County Superior Court say Fesler touched a client’s breast with his hands and 

mouth in a sexual manner and used his fingers to rape her while making inappropriate remarks. 

The criminal charges led state health officials to issue sexual misconduct charges against his 

license and order the immediate suspension. 

Fesler can’t practice in Washington until the charges are resolved. He has 20 days to respond to 

the charges and to ask for a hearing.
