Kitsap County EMT suspended on charges of attempted rape  

 

OLYMPIA -- The Washington State Secretary of Health, Emergency Medical Services and 

Trauma Systems program suspended the emergency medical technician (EMT) certification of 

Robert Q. Lemon (ES.60670468) pending further action. 

Lemon allegedly attempted to sexually assault a 17-year-old woman. He has been charged with 

second-degree attempted rape in Kitsap County Superior Court. 

Lemon has 20 days to request a hearing to contest the department’s charges.

Anyone who believes a health care provider acted unprofessionally is encouraged to call that 

number to report their complaint.
