INTENT TO AWARD SOLE SOURCE CONTRACT

The Department of Health’s intent is to enter into a sole source contract with BH
Consulting LLC. The Department of Health (DOH) received a grant from the U.S.
Environmental Protection Agency (EPA), National Estuary Program for Puget Sound
Restoration that requires DOH to meet Puget Sound Action Agenda (PSAA) near-
term action agenda (NTA) C5.1 NTA2, which requires DOH and the 12 Puget Sound
counties to “identify successes and best practices, develop common performance
standards, and recommend approaches to improve core functions local O&M
programs”. BH Consulting LLC will analyze local Operation and Maintenance (O&M)
programs and identify common best management practices for collective impact
approach. BH Consulting LLC will develop a Best Practices document and three
summary presentations of the findings.

Because of the aggressive timeline of this project, the benefit of “third party”
facilitation of the Best Management Practices document development, the need for
deep, programmatic knowledge about the collective impact, and the need for
understanding of existing efforts and collaborations, we are utilizing BH Consulting
LLC. BH Consulting LLC is an expert in Puget Sound On-site Sewage System (0SS)
0&M, who effectively addresses these needs. BH Consulting LLC has worked with
many of the Puget Sound 0SS O&M programs, has extensive first-hand experience
implementing and managing an 0SS program at the county level in the Puget
Sound, and has existing partnerships with the counties to develop the collaborative
structures and take concerted action in developing O&M Best Management
Practices. The owner of BH Consulting LLC has completed a similar and successful
project developing O&M Best Management Practices at the county level and has
deep-seated expertise in effective O&M planning. Because of their long-standing
work in these areas, they have a strong reputation, and effective working
relationships, with many of the players at the local-, regional- and state-levels
around this work. Drawing on that expertise will allow DOH to make connections to
related efforts on which they have been working.

It is anticipated that the contract will be executed with a December 23, 2014 start
date.

Offerors contemplating the above requirements are required to submit capability
statements detailing their ability to meet the state’s requirements within five (5) business
days of this announcement.

In the absence of other qualified sources, it is the state’s intent to make a sole source
award of the contract as indicated above.
