Shipping File Update: 
Shipping file for the week of 03/28/2016 attached. 
 
2016 – 2017 Childhood Flu Vaccines: 
We finalized our childhood flu vaccine pre-book with the CDC for the 2016 – 2017 flu 
season. We pre-booked about 16% more vaccine for 2016 – 2017 than providers ordered in 
2015 – 2016. We attached a reference guide for the state supplied childhood flu products 
for 2016 – 2017. The Childhood Vaccine Program will provide the following products for the 
2016 – 2017 season: 

• Fluzone Pediatric, Quadrivalent .25mL preservative free prefilled syringe  
o children 6 through 35 months of age 

• Fluzone Quadrivalent 5mL multi-dose vial  
o children and adolescents 3 through 18 years of age 

• FluMist Quadrivalent single dose sprayer 
o children and adolescents 2 through 18 years of age 

• Fluarix Quadrivalent, .5mL preservative free single dose syringe  
o Prioritize for pregnant adolescents  

 
2016 Laminated Immunization Schedules: 
Through the generous support of the Group Health Foundation, the Immunization Action 
Coalition of Washington’s (IACW) 2016 laminated, pocket-sized childhood immunization 
schedules are now available. Providers can order schedules, by emailing IACW at 
orders@withinreachwa.org . Include the quantity needed, and the mailing address. Please 
keep in mind that these schedules are very detailed and have a lot of fine print. They are 
not patient-friendly and are intended solely for healthcare providers. 
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Troubleshooting Receiving Inbound Orders in the IIS 

• Trouble with Receiving Function: Some Providers have called about not being able to 
click the receive button on the inbound order screen in the IIS. This may be because the 
provider logged in as the organization and not the facility.  Please make sure you are 
logged in under the correct facility when receiving your inbound order in the IIS.   

 

 
 

• Reminder - IIS Receiving Function has Changed: Remember, the IIS receiving function 
changed with the recent upgrade. Providers should follow these guidelines when 
receiving vaccines in the IIS: 
• Providers should NOT reject vaccines they do not receive with the first shipment of 

an order. Rejecting the vaccines deletes them from the receiving file. If the provider 
rejects the vaccines that weren’t received in the shipment, the remaining vaccines 
must be added to the Inventory using the Search/Add feature under Lot Numbers. 

• If a provider receives a partial shipment, they should leave the Receipt and Rejected 
Quantity fields blank for vaccines they do not receive. The provider can add 
vaccines received at a later date through the order screen.

Power Outlets and Vaccine Storage 
We learned of a vaccine incident this week that was due to a storage unit being on an outlet 
that was on a timer. Some businesses may shut off part of or all of their power after business 
hours to conserve energy. Please double check that vaccine storage units are plugged into 
outlets that do not shut off after business hours, or operate on timed schedules. Providers can 
reduce the risk of losing vaccine when these types of incidents cause power outages by using a 
data logger to monitor temperatures.

Provider Renewals and Vaccine Ordering: 
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There may be a delay in processing some Provider Agreements the week of April 4th due to staff 
training. Providers with an EOQ for the first half of the month, AND scheduled to renew their 
Provider Agreements should place their vaccine order before renewing their agreement.
