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	As of 2015, the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) allows healthcare organizations to have back up thermometers at one central location. The organization must receive approval from the Washington State Office of Immunization and Child Profile (OICP).

Providers may submit this request to keep back up thermometers at a single location. Providers may not keep back up thermometers at a central location until they receive approval to do so. Approval is at the sole discretion of OICP.

Upon receiving approval, each site must keep an approved copy of the back-up thermometer plan. This plan should be placed in the site’s vaccine management plan binder. Providers will receive a finding at a site visit if they do not have a backup thermometer or an offsite backup thermometer plan.
