Dear Parent or Guardian,
Many people are infected with measles in Washington State, and in several other states.  The measles virus travels through the air and is very contagious.  People not vaccinated against measles will likely get it if they are exposed.

We want to make sure our students are well protected against measles.  Getting MMR (measles, mumps, rubella) or MMRV (combined measles, mumps, rubella, varicella [or chickenpox]) vaccine provides the best protection against measles.  All students attending school must get two doses of the vaccine to be in compliance.
Our records show:

☐ No record of immunization or disease

Please do one of the following:

· Get one or two doses of MMR vaccine as soon as possible, OR
· Get a blood test to check for immunity to the disease, OR

· Get a Certificate of Exemption signed by your licensed healthcare provider.
