7. Healthy Youth Survey (HYS): is a collaborative effort of the Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction, the Department of Health, the Department of Social and Health Service's Division of Behavioral Health and Recovery, the Department of Commerce, and the Liquor Control Board. 

The survey provides important information about youth in Washington. The information from the Healthy Youth Survey can show trends in the patterns of behavior over time. In October 2002, 2004, 2006, 2008, 2010, and 2012, students in grades 6, 8, 10, and 12 answered questions about safety and violence, physical activity and diet, alcohol, tobacco and other drug use and related risk and protective factors.

Behavior Risk Factor Surveillance System (BRFSS):  is the world’s largest, on-going, telephone health survey system, tracking health conditions and risk behaviors in the United States yearly since 1984.  Data is collected for all 50 states, the District of Columbia, Puerto Rico, Guam, and the U.S. Virgin Islands.  Some county level information is available.
