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Boil-water advisory lifted for beef-processing plant in Yakima County
OLYMPIA ( A boil-water advisory issued for a Toppenish beef-processing plant was lifted today after water samples confirmed that the plant met safe drinking water standards. The company is working to resume operations.

The advisory was issued Tuesday by the Washington State Department of Health after potentially harmful bacteria were found in the water system of Washington Beef LLC. The company shut down while working with health officials to detect and eliminate the source of contamination in the water.
