Board to hold hearing on vision screening in schools
Wednesday, June 9, 2010, 9 a.m.-4:40 p.m., Hilton Garden Inn Seattle North/Everett, 8401 Paine Field, Mukilteo
At its June 9 meeting, the state Board of Health will hold a hearing on a rule change that would allow ophthalmologists, optometrists and opticians to volunteer their time to perform vision screening in schools. This is necessary to make the rule reflect recent legislation.
The board will also consider a Department of Health request that it delegate rule-making authority to update a reference to a national guide in the state’s shellfish regulations, as well as a public petition asking it revise its rule on water fluoridation.

The board will also hear presentations by the Snohomish County Health District on the health of Snohomish County and the local effect of multi-drug resistant tuberculosis. Other agenda items include briefings on zoonotic rules and on the State Lead Action Plan and Childhood Lead Poisoning Prevention, a review of a draft 2010 biennial report to the governor, and discussions on electronic meeting formats.
