Council to discuss health topics for next state action plan
Thursday, September 9, Department of Health Town Center 2, Tumwater, and Shoreline Community College, Lake Forest Park Campus, Lake Forest Park
On Thursday the Governor’s Interagency Council on Health Disparities will discuss and may select an initial list of health topics for consideration in the next state action plan. It’ll also discuss outreach and dissemination efforts for its State Action Plan to Eliminate Health Disparities and hear briefings on the State Partnership Grant application and Region X Health Equity Board meeting.
The term “health disparities” describes the higher rates of disease, disability, and death among certain groups when compared to the general population. Serious disparities among racial/ethnic groups in Washington have been well documented.
