Are school districts who are politically unable to provide school-based birth control to teens precluded from this RFP? Regardless of my opinion or those of anyone operating the clinic, if the adult population rejects this service--is there any options for proposing a center that would have an array of mental health, full chemical dependency treatment and other areas of physical health covered by an adolescent EPSDT? 

A1.  Schools that are politically unable to provide reproductive health services including        contraception options and indicate in their proposal that they will not be able to provide such services will receive fewer points than organizations that propose a center without those services.
