The Washington State Department of Health, Early Hearing-loss Detection, Diagnosis and Intervention (EHDDI) program plans to issue a Request for Applications to select stakeholders who wish to improve hearing loss services for infants. The EHDDI system of care includes initial newborn hearing screening, follow-up diagnostic testing, intervention services, and parental support. 
Desirable applicants will identify obstacles to this system of care in their community and design relevant interventions involving collaboration with other community members. Only one application will be accepted from each community. Potential bidders must coordinate who will apply for funding and which interventions they will pilot.

BIDDER ELIGIBILITY: This procurement is open to hospitals, clinics, school districts, local health departments, healthcare providers, resource coordinators, early intervention programs, deaf and hard-of-hearing centers, and Head Start programs in Washington State. They must also belong to a local health jurisdiction where there is high loss to follow-up and poor screening rates and which satisfy two or more of the qualifications stated below:  
· 10% of infants did not pass their initial screen or >5% of infants missed their initial screen at the hospital.
· 16% of infants were lost after a failed first screen or >30% infants were lost after a missed initial screen. 

· 37% of infants who were referred never had a diagnostic evaluation.
