Description:  The Immunization and Child Profile Office is committed to two primary goals: 1) preventing childhood, adolescent, and adult vaccine-preventable diseases; and 2) assuring that parents, health care providers, and state and local agencies work together to promote healthy families and increase the use of preventive health care for children from birth to age six years. 
The Office of Immunization and Child Profile consists of four sections: 

· Program Administration
· Vaccines and Immunization Registry Integration
· Clinical and Quality Assurance

· Health Promotion and Communication
Mission/Purpose: We collaborate with our partners to enhance the health of individuals, families, and communities. We work to prevent disease and promote a healthy start, healthy choices, and access to services.
Target Population: Residents of the state of Washington.

	· Provide health care providers data and clinic based assessments to improve immunization services and increase immunization rates.
· Ensure that the public and health care workers have the information they need to get immunized and prevent vaccine-preventable diseases.
· Perform population-based immunization assessment activities, including measuring immunization rates, and identifying factors that contribute to under-immunization and best practice strategies to increase rates.
· Maintain disease reporting and outbreak control activities.
· Distribute vaccines to public and private providers at no cost for children birth through age 18 years.
· Provide immunization and well-child visit reminders and other health and safety information to parents and guardian of children from birth to age 6.  
	· Washington’s immunization rates are increasing, but continue to be below the national average.
· High rates of exemption from child care and school requirements – new state exemption law will help address this. 
· Answering parent questions about vaccines and increasing public value of immunizations as a community norm. 
· Impact of vaccine recommendations and manufacturing changes on fiscal and policy.  
· Access to care continues to be a problem for Medicaid eligible and uninsured populations.
· Health care provider participation in the Immunization Registry continues to increase. This is an important tool for providers to improve immunization rates.
· Limited government funds make it increasingly important to explore partnerships with private organizations to support activities of mutual interest.
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	Budget: For the 2011-13 Biennium, the Office of Immunization and Child Profile budget is $105.7 million.  This consists of General Fund State (2 percent), Federal (14 percent), Vaccine State Funds (83 percent), and less than one percent for funding from other state agencies for Title XIX Medicaid Administrative Match and CHILD Profile health promotions.  The office has 33 full time and project staff, including two federal Public Health Advisors assigned by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC).  Staff is located in Tumwater.
