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Highlights of WIC Nutrition Program Changes for Retailers

In the Contract Period Beginning April 1, 2012

Washington Administrative Code (WAC) Revisions:

· Revised WAC adopted December 22, 2011 includes revised definition for a full line grocery store.

· Changes in the Retailer selection criteria.

· Minimum period of six months from when a retailer is denied to when they can re-apply.

· Definitions limited to necessary terms and revised to make the definition clearer.

· Specifically states applicants must comply with all federal rules and regulations.

· New record keeping requirements

Retailer Selection Criteria: 

· Please review complete document included in the application packet on-line.

· The minimum number of forty WIC checks per month is no longer required.

· Retailers must provide a valid e-mail address.

· All WIC approved foods and infant formula must be purchased wholesale. 

· Revised definition for a full line grocery store

New WIC Approved Foods:

· New Shopping Guide will be published and released for use on April 1, 2012. Visit the WIC website for information now: http://www.doh.wa.gov/cfh/WIC/wicfoods.htm
· Provide infant formula prices for all formulas you stock on the price list. See price list instructions. In preparation for the infant formula contracting to be done in 2012, we are asking for formula prices on many formulas beyond those currently WIC approved. 

Other:

· Contract specifies the 2010 Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) requirements established by the federal government must be implemented by March15, 2012. Additional information can be found at  http://www.ada.gov/ 

· Contract insurance requirements clarification, states that each Contractor shall maintain insurance coverage in full force and effect during the term of this Contract, as follows:

· Commercial General Liability Insurance Policy - Provide a commercial general liability insurance policy in adequate quantity to protect against legal liability arising out of contract activity but no less than $1,000,000 per occurrence.  

· The insurance required shall be issued by an insurance company authorized to do business within the state of Washington.
