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Operating Permit Application

LARGE ON-SITE SEWAGE SYSTEM

For an Existing System without Department of Health Operating Permit


This application is for an initial operating permit for existing, previously unpermitted Large On-site Sewage Systems (LOSS) as required by Chapter 70.118B RCW and Chapter 246-272B WAC.
Why is this all this information required?

It is designed to provide the Washington State Department of Health (DOH) with information on the flow and strength of the sewage, materials that may enter the waste stream, flow characteristics of the treated effluent, and site characteristics of the drainfield location.
What if I have previously submitted this information to DOH or another agency?

Information previously submitted to DOH (or the local health jurisdiction) that applies to this application should be referenced in the appropriate section by title, author, and date of submittal.  
Will I have to upgrade my LOSS?
Most owners won’t be asked to upgrade their LOSS if it meets minimum standards and it’s not failing or unsafe. We may require you or your engineer to demonstrate the LOSS is meeting these standards as a condition of the operating permit.
How do I complete this form?
1. The application is available at http://www.doh.wa.gov/ehp/ts/WW/Loss/WW-LOSSApp.doc.  Before you begin filling in the form, be sure and save it to your hard drive.  If you close the form without saving it to your hard drive your changes will be lost.
2. Fill in the form using your tab key to go to the next box or shift/tab to reverse.

3. Print the completed form and obtain the required signatures.
