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Ellensburg Community Health Clinic

This grant enabled the clinic to secure a permanent office site with needed diagnostic medical equipment and supplies including storage space and a lockable cabinet for medications and medical supplies.  Office supplies and equipment were also purchased including a printer/fax/copier and a laptop computer to track and organize patient data and create marketing material.  The project has allowed the clinic to increase its operating hours, enabling more patients to access the clinic’s services.  The clinic has improved visibility through marketing efforts including its participation in the “Family Resource Guide for Kittitas County,” has increased its number of volunteers, and has developed a network of specialists willing to take referrals for little or no reimbursement.  Arrangements have also been made for clients to get free or low cost prescriptions.  Seeing more clients at the clinic and enabling them to secure their prescriptions means fewer non-emergent cases in the hospital Emergency Department.
Garfield County Hospital District

This project’s goal was to create a Chronic Care Management Model to help improve outcomes in the  management of diabetes and heart failure.  Results are a general increase in positive treatment outcomes and prevention of more serious disabilities.  Patients have improved access to information, greater satisfaction with health system encounters, more efficient use of health system resources, increased opportunities for prevention and wellness, and measurable improvement in their health status.  The model also provides a building block for expansion of the program to other chronic conditions.
Jamestown S’Klallam Tribe

This project was to provide funds for the final phase of opening a dental clinic for members of the Jamestown S’Klallam Tribe and residents of Clallam and Jefferson counties who are Medicaid recipients.  The grant was used to purchase dental equipment and clinic management software.  Today the clinic is in full operation with an office manager, dentist, hygienist, and two dental assistants.
Kittitas County PHD #1

This grant funded an effort to integrate health service activities between Kittitas County Public Hospital Districts #1 and #2.  The funds supported plan development, community surveys, and implementation of prioritized initiatives.  The result has been improved coordination of and access to health care services, stabilization of primary and urgent care delivery, and reduction in duplication of services.
Klickitat Valley Health Services

The objective of this project was to plan, develop, and provide local Medicare-certified hospice services to the residents of Klickitat County.  The grant funded the application for Certificate of Need, policy and procedure development, State licensing and Medicare certification surveys, and volunteer and staff training.  All objectives of the project have been met and Klickitat County now has for the first time a fully functioning, county-wide, locally staffed and managed hospice program.

Today the physician is complemented by a Physician’s Assistant and a half-time Advanced Registered Nurse Practitioner.
Southwest Washington Tribal Health Alliance

This project’s purpose was to provide technical support to the five Indian Tribes of SW Washington, enabling them to achieve accreditation for their health clinics from the Joint Commission on Accreditation of Health Organizations.  The effort funded the hiring of a full time accreditation specialist who continues to coordinate the quality assessment and improvement activities.  The Alliance now has written quality assessment and improvement manuals, an accreditation handbook, several policy and procedure manuals, and a management assessment and action plan.
Whidbey General Hospital

This project has greatly improved access to mental health services for Whidbey Island children and youth.  The grant provided funds to recruit a child and adolescent psychiatrist—the only such physician on Whidbey Island—and establish a practice office. Yakima Valley Farm Workers Clinic
