Funding the Profession

RCW 43.70.250 requires that the cost of each

profession, occupation, or business be borne by the
members of that profession, occupation, or business
through fees.

Fees charged at initial application and annual
renewal generate revenue for this profession. To
set fees appropriately, the department considers
the financial forecast of the profession and sets a
fee amount designed to align revenue with the cost
of licensing and regulating the profession.



Fee Proposal

Based on the aforementioned assumptions, the
department has determined that a fee of $285 is what is
necessary to cover the anticipated costs of regulating
the behavioral health support specialist program.

In addition to these fees, the department will set
auxiliary fees in line with current policy. These
include fees for late renewals, expired license
reissuances, duplicate licenses, and license
certifications.

The department will continue to monitor the
financial health of the program and propose fee
adjustments as needed to comply with statutory
requirements.
