COVID-19 Vaccine Dose

If you got your first dose of the COVID-19 vaccine while 

incarcerated and still need your second dose, use the below 

instructions to get your second dose:

Say you received you first dose while 
incarcerated and now you need your second 
dose at the nearest vaccine provider.  

Let them know which vaccine you got – Pfizer 
or Moderna – so they can direct you to the 
appropriate provider.
