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Requirements to obtain contractors’ UBI numbers

RCW 82.32.070 requires all taxpayers to maintain a record of the Unified Business Identifier (UBI) account number of each contractor they hire to
perform construction. For example, the law requires a general contractor to record the UBI number of all subcontractors. Taxpayers must keep record of
the UBI numbers for at least five years. If a taxpayer fails to record the contractor's UBI number, the taxpayer will not be allowed to bid on a public works
contract for two years. The taxpayer will also be subject to a penalty not to exceed $250.

infrastructure improvements. This program is funded through federal and state money and subject to state laws and
Drinking Water State Revolving additional federal regulations.

DWSRE Profiles The program provides:
Low-interest construction loans to publicly (municipal) and privately owned drinking water systems. These loans cover
Emefg'EHCy Loan ngram capital improvements that increase public health and compliance with drinking water regulations.

Historical Cultural Review Construction loan repayments can range from 20 to 30 years. In some cases, partial loan forgiveness is offered.

Planning and engineering loans to cover preconstruction work and activities such as water system plans, engineering

Consolidation Feasibility Study grants allow larger Group A community water systems such as cities, town, counties,
Group Bv public utility districts, and water districts to determine feasibility and capital improvements needed to consolidate
X smaller or struggling water systems into their service area.
